Tell 
your solicitor you wish to leave a gift to BAMT in your will.  Some suggested wording could be

If you would like your gift to be used for a specific purpose, it would be best to express this as a 
wish without stipulating it as a binding obligation. This means BAMT will have the flexibility to use 
its discretion in making the best possible use of your gift, while still carrying out your wishes as 
closely as possible, in line with the needs of the charity at the time when it is received. 

For example, you might express a wish for your gift to be used for: 

 Research  

 Education  

 Project Development (Eg: Music Therapy Services)

we can discuss how best we can help you achieve your goals for your legacy.
